This week’s episode follows the farmers through the month of February. In Cloughmills find out if Wallace Gregg’s dairy herd gets the all clear as its regular TB testing and near Ardglass, Allan Chambers is waiting for the weather to turn so he can start sowing barley. 
There is a ban on hedge cutting from March 1st, a month earlier than elsewhere in the UK, so Wallace Gregg is busy trying to get his hedge cutting done in time – will he succeed?
February is also when the tractors can start getting back into the fields. The slurry ban is lifted so contractor Alwyn Young from near Castlederg is muck spreading.
